Profits fueled extensive international reconnaissance, and other later ventures, precipitated from stock market investments.  The company disbanded in 1988 when a partner moved permanently to Australia.  His Bachelor of Science thesis was rejected on the grounds of being overly radical. Following college, Brock taught developmentally disabled adolescents at Mount Baker National Park, lived in one of Seattle’s most aesthetic and historic houseboats, studied under various healers, designers, photographers, artists, builders, editors, ran a moving company, and slowly became a computer instructor, web site consultant, massage practitioner, and personal counselor.
